Unrestricted grants of up to $4000 will be awarded
The Giving Circle may, at its sole discretion, award smaller grants
Eligibility Requirements
501(c)3 organizations (or groups with an eligible 501(c)3 fiscal sponsor)
Total annual operating budget of $100,000 or less
Organizations that are AA/PI led and/or provide direct services to the AA/PI community
Serve Los Angeles County

· Please provide one to two paragraphs on the background/history of your organization and current programs. Limit one-page.

· Please list priorities and needs of your organization (example: computer software, marketing plan, etc.) Limit one-page.
· Advisory Committee List (include all advisors to your project) if applicable.
· Board of Directors List (include organizational affiliations for possible conflicts of interest and demographic information demonstrating diversity and representation of the community served)
· If using a Fiscal Sponsor*, please attach a copy of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)**
· IRS determination letter of 501(c)(3) status (for applicant organization or, if applicable, the fiscal sponsor
Legal Requirements – Nonprofit organizations have a valid tax exemption status under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and are classified as a public charity and not as a "private foundation" under Section 509(a). If a proposal is from an unincorporated collaboration or a community project, tax exemption verification and a letter of agreement signed by a lead applicant agency that is eligible for funding are required. 

*A fiscal sponsor is a tax-exempt, 501(c)(3) organization that agrees to accept and be responsible for grant funds on behalf of another organization. The fiscal sponsor is responsible for the general management of grant funds, which can include keeping financial records, disbursing funds in accordance with the purpose of the grant and fulfilling reporting requirements. Fiscal sponsors are useful if the applicant has not received, is in the process of receiving, or has just received its 501(c)(3) status or similar determination from the IRS, or lacks the infrastructure to manage grant funds.

**An MOU, or Memorandum of Understanding, is an agreement between two or more collaborating organizations that states the roles and responsibilities of each agency for the duration of the project (over a specified length of time) and fees of the fiscal sponsor, if applicable.
